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ORDINANCE NO., 21

AN ORDINAMCE DECLARING THE SELLING OF WIWE IN THE CITY OF CLINTON,
ARKAN3ZAS, TO BE & PRIVILEGE:; LEVYING A TAX THEREON; PROVIDING
FOR THE ISSUING OF PERMITS; FIXING THE PENALTY FOR VIOLATTIONS
THERECE AND ¥OR OTHER PURFOSES.

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Clinton,

ATkansas:

SECTICH 1. It is hereby declared that the selling and dia-
penzing at retail of wine within the City of Clinton, Arkansas, a
privilege and for the right of any person, firm or corperation to
exercise such privilege, there is hereby levied an annusl tax

of $15.00 for each and every such business conducted.

SECTION 2. Any person, firmm or corporation engaged 1In the
business herein declared %o be a privilege without having first
paid the license fee as provided in Seetion 1. thereof, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon comviction shall be fined
in any sum not less than $5.00 and not more than $25.00 and each
day of such operation without the payment of said license first

ghall constitute a separate offense.

SECTION 3. That the city marshal is hereby authorized by
the ordinance to collect all fees hereinbefore mentioned and

remit same to the duly elected city treasurer.

SECTION 4. Before any person, fimm or corporation shall en-
gage in the selling of wine in the City of Clinton, Arkansas,
an application shall contaln a sworn statement of the name of the
buginess sought to be licensed, the names and addresses of all
the persons owning or holding any interest in said business and
the proposed location of said business. The owner or owners of the
premises in which said store is to he located and state licenses
shall accompany said application upon compliance with the above
provisions. Saild license shall be issued by the eity recorder upon

the approval of the City Council. Any person, firm or corporation
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viclating the provisions of this section shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be fined in

any sum not less than 35.00 or morse than $25.00.

SECTION 5. It is further ordained by the City Council that
the City Council shall have the power to instruct the city marshal

to collect the license fee annualiy or semi-anmually.

SECTICN 6. That the ordinance shall take sffect and be in
full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and

publication.
