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ORDINANCE NO, 37

REPEALING OF ORDINANCES NO. 12,14, and 21.

Be it ordained by the City of Clinton, Arkansas:

SECTION 1. That any person or persons who shall sell,
barter, give or exchange any intoxicating liquor in any fom
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall
be fined not less than $50.00 nor more than $5C0.00 or impri-
soned for not exceeding six months or both, so fined and im-

prisoned in the discretion of the court or jury.

SECTICN 2. It shall be unlawful for any person to buy,
bargain, sell, loan, own, have in possession or knowingly trans-
port illictly distilled liquor or intoxicating liquors of any
kind upon which the Arkansas Excise Tax has not been paid and
it shall be unlawful for any person to buy,bargain, sell, loan,
have in possession or knowlngly transport an illicit distiilery
for the unlawful manufacture of spirituous, vinous, malt or
intoxicating liquors. Any person who shall violate this ordi-
nance shall be deembed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction
shall be fined not less than $50.00 nor more than $500.00 or
imprisoned for not exceedin six months or both, so fined and

impriscned in the discretion of the court and jury.

SECTION 3. Tt shall be unlawful for any person to ship or
transport or cause to be shipped or transported or to accept
or conveyance into or through the City of Clinten, any spirituous,
vinous or malt liquors or beverages in any quantity or amounts
in excess of one gallon in toto: At any time any person who
shall violate any of this provisicon of this ordinance or of Acts
205 and 206 and or 423 of Acts of Arkansas, 1947 edition, shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be
fined not less than $50.00 nor more than $1,000.00 or be confined
in the County Jail not less than six months nor more than one

year'or both the fine and impriscnment.
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
