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ORDINANCE NO. 56

AN ORDINANCE REPFALING ORDINANCES NOS. 48, 51, and 55 OF THE CITY
OF CLINTOW, ARKANSAS, AND ASSESSING THE BENEFITS IN WATER IMPROVE-
MENT DISTRICT NO. 1 OF CLINTON, ARKANSAS.

WHEREAS, a majority of two-thirds in value of the property
owners owning real property adjoining the locality to be affected
and situated in Water Improvement Distriet No. 1 of Clinton, Ark-
ansas, organized for the purpose of constructing a waterworks
system to serve the City, with authority to go beyond the corporate
limits in order to secure an adequate supply of water, have peti-
tioned for the construction of said improvement in such a manner
and with such materials as the commissioners to be elected for the
sald improvement district shall deem to be for the best interests
of said district, and that the cost thereof, over and above any
aid received from any agency of the federal or city government,
be assessed and charged upon the real property of said district

according to the benefits received; and

WHEREAS, said benefits received by each and every lot, block,
and parcel of real property situated in said District equals cor

exceeds the local assessment thereon; and
WHEREAS, the estimated cost of said improvement is $70,000; and

WHERFAS, the assessment of benefits in said District was first
levied by Ordinance No. 48, passed October 9, 1950, but beghuse of
delay in beginning construction it has been necessary to dely the
collection of the first instaliment, and Ordinance No. 48 has been

amended by Ordinances Nos. 51 and 553 now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINEDR by the City Council of the City of Clinton,
Arkansast

SECTION 1. That Crdinance No. 48, passed and approved October
9,1950, Ordinance No. 50, passed and approved December 1%, 1952, and
Ordinance No. 55, passed and approved April 1, 1953, be and they

are hereby repealed.
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
