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MINUTES OF MEETING OF APRIL 27, 1953,

The City Council of the City of Clinton, Arkansas, met in
called session at 8:00 o'clock p.m. on April 27, 1953, in the
City Hall. There were present Mayor Earl B. Riddick, Recorder
Winfrey Smith, and Aldermen Warren Lewis, Roy Lefler, Jr., L.N.
Woodall, Roy T. Thompson, and Emmett Bradford, being all of the

members of the Council.

The Mayor explained that the original assessment ordinance in
wWater Improvement District No. I of Clinton, Arkansas, was passed
in Qctober 9, 1950, tut because of certain delays, collection was
not started as the ordinance provided; that later Ordinance No.

51 was passed, on December 19, 1952, amending Section 1 of Ordi-
nance No. L& to begin the collection of the improvement taxes
with the first installment of general taxes collected in 1953, but
this was not done; that Ordinance No. 55 was then passed, but by
error it amended Section 1 of Ordinance 48 instead of Section 1
of Ordinance No. 51, so that the proper procedure is to repeal
QOrdinances Nos. 48, 51, and 55 and pass a new ordinance assessing
the benefits in the district.

Thereupon, Alderman Lewis introduced an ordinance entitled:

Alderman Thompson then
moved that the rule requiring the reading of the ordinance in full
on three separate days de dispensed with. The meotion was seconded
by Alderman Woodall, and on roll call the following Voted:
